Sub: Appeal to bring the Draft Cabinet Note on CCS Pension for discussion and approval in the upcoming Cabinet Meeting.

 Respected sir,

The success story of the Navodaya Vidyalayas speaks volumes of foresight of their founder, Shri. Rajeev Gandhiji, who dreamt of imparting quality education to the talented rural children on a par with some of the prestigious public schools in India. Today they stand as the most successful chain of residential schools ever run by a state across the globe.  Thousands of rural children, who would otherwise have been deprived of good education, are serving the nation today in various capacities and leading a successful life thanks to this great visionary leader.

But the teaching and non-teaching employees who have brought laurels to the HRD with their committed and exemplary services have not been meted with justice. Despite their repeated representations and agitations and winning the sympathy of the leaders and the public, their long-standing demand for CCS Pension 1972 has still eluded them. They went on strike for 10 days in February in 2013 and forewent their salary.  The strike was called off following a positive assurance from Shri. Sashi Tharoor, Hon’ble State Minister for HRD. Your kind self has also been approached a number of times and you have also promised to sympathetic consider the demand. In her recent letter Smt. Soniaji has requested the Hon’ble Finance Minister, Shri.P. Chidambaramji to look into the demand as it has merit. 

Accordingly, the NVS has prepared a fresh proposal for CCS Pension and a draft Cabinet Note has been prepared by the HRD and circulated to the Ministries for their perusal. But the anguish of 12,000 employees and their dependents is reaching a breaking point as the tenure of the UPA government is coming to an end in a couple of months and the Parliament is meeting for the last time in a couple of weeks. We have been agitating for over two decades relentlessly to win the sympathy of the governments but to no avail. If the Congress Party, which set up the Navodaya Vidyalayas turns a deaf ear to welfare of the teaching community, there will not be anything more heart-breaking. The argument that granting of the CCS Pension 1972 scheme to the NVS employees will be a financial burden to the Central Government is far from true as the actuary set up the Navodaya Vidyalayas Samiti has categorically made it clear that the financial liability for the Central Government is very marginal.

We appeal to you not to forsake us and most humbly request  you to make necessary efforts to add the CABINET NOTE to the agenda in the upcoming Cabinet’s meeting for without any further delay and leave no stone unturned to convince the Hon’ble Prime Minister of the peerless services rendered to the nation by the Navodaya Vidyalayas, a dream child of Shri. Rajiv Gandhi and get it approved. The thousands of teaching and non-teaching staff and their family members will ever remain obliged to you and the UPA Government for this favourable action.
