Sub: Payment of minimum wages to the casual workers in NVS – Certain clarifications-Req- Reg.

Ref: Lr.no F 1-17/2001-NVS(estt) dated 14-01-2006 of the Joint Commissioner (pers) NVS(Head Quarters) New Delhi.

We extend our grateful thanks to the Hon’ble Commissioner for according administrative orders to the payment of minimum wages to casual workers in NVS, as applicable in a particular state / district, vide reference read above. The above orders of the Hon’ble Commissioner, have kindled the hopes of hundreds of daily waged casual workers who have been toiling day in and day out for the successful functioning of Vidyalaya mess, for meager wages and whose case was focused by us in our memorandum submitted on 22-08-2005. 

Although the orders communicated are highly magnanimous in nature, yet, owing to the ambiguity in the wording of the letter referred to above, most of the Vidyalayas are unable to comply with the instructions. Following are the areas which torment the minds of the Vidyalayas in the direction of implementation of the orders, which may kindly be arranged to be addressed appropriately and a speaking order issued at the earliest, for ensuring comprehensive implementation of the orders ibid.

1.The no.of workers (Casual workers) that a JNV is permitted to deploy at the Vidyalaya mess, excluding the regular posts operated, viz. one (1) post of cook and two (2) posts of mess helpers.

2.The norms and yardsticks for the deployment of the casual workers (relation with no.of students, may kindly be well defined).

3.The head of account to which the expenditure is chargeable may also be categorically stated, for the reason that the enhanced daily wages as applicable in a particular state / district shall become unbearable, if the expenditure is to be charged to the B&L account under student expenditure, as done in the present days. Even if the minimum wage payable is reckoned as Rs.80/- per day, the wages per head shall become Rs 2400/- per month and if (06) no.of casual workers are engaged, it accounts for Rs.14,400/- per month. And if this amount is charged to B&L account, the Vidyalaya may not be able to run the mess effectively, for want of funds.

4.Whether or not the casual workers are entitled to arrears of wages, w.e.f. 08-12-2005, being the date on which the approval is accorded by the Executive Committee of NVS in its meeting.

5.If the wages payable are to be charged to the head of account Contingencies (Misc.), adequate funds may kindly be provided.

In the absence of suitable clarifications, the adherence to the orders of the NVS Hqrs. could not be made in majority of Vidyalayas and as such the desired benefit to the working class is not extended.

We solicit kind and early speaking orders in the matter, which shall go a long way in alleviation of doubts that are lingering on the minds of the drawing and disbursing officers.
