APPEAL TO THE PRINCIPALS & VICE-PRINCIPALS OF ALL JNVS
Dear Sir/Madam

For decades we all have been making relentless efforts to achieve CCS Pension for all the staff working in our organization. The urgency and anxiety of the staff have even compelled us to knock on the doors of legal bodies, finally the apex court also but the verdict was not in our favour though our demand was just.

There is little doubt that our demand for pension is most justifiable. There are few organizations in the entire country where the expectations from the employees are as challenging as in our organization. The pressure on the staff for excellence in academic areas is continual and ever rising. Working in the organization is perennial challenge. The reputation of Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas as centres of academic excellence is due to the untiring dedicated work of all of us under most tiring conditions. The extraordinary work of the staff has won accolades of Y.N.Chanturvedi Committee to Niti Aayog.  It is tragic to see such selfless work go unsatisfactorily rewarded. 

The Association has launched fresh efforts to appraise the government of India of injustice meted out to the 12,000 odd NVS employees as the CCS Pension 1972 benefits are denied to them on the grounds that NVS came into existence after the cut off date for the old pension benefit, i.e. 010-01-1986. The fact is that the Ministry of HRD got approval for setting up two Model Schools, one at Amaravati (Maharastra) and another at Jajjar (Haryana), from the finance Ministry and notified the launching of them in October 1985 itself. Funds were released to NCERT, which was temporarily asked to monitor the schools till a suitable autonomous body was formed to run the schools on permanent basis. The Association has not given up the demand despite setbacks in the courts. The latest delegation led by the undersigned met a number of MPs\Cabinet Ministers and submitted memoranda. The headquarters is also making efforts for the approval of our demand by the finance ministry.

At this juncture, there is a strong urgency to impress and exert pressure on the Finance Ministry on our part. The Association humbly  requests the Principals & Vice-Principals to rise to the occasion by meeting the MPs under whose jurisdiction their schools exist. It further appeals to them to appraise the MPs of the role of the vidyalayas in rural empowerment and nation-building and obtain their letter in support of our demand for pension. They may also ensure that the same are sent to the Finance Ministry without delay. The Finance Ministry should be made to realise that our demand is no longer a marginal issue but it has acquired wider sympathy and publicity. 

The Association encloses herewith a model representation to be sent  by the MPs to the Prime Minister, the Finance Minister and the Minister for HRD. The Principals & Vice-Principals may also prepare contents of the letters themselves and request the MPs to reflect the same in their letters.
