Sub: Creation of democratic and congenial atmosphere in the JNVs – Reg.

Respected Sir,
The absence of democratic and healthy environment in vidyalayas has been a matter of grave concern and the Association has brought to the notice of the Hon’ble Commissioner quite a few problems which have cropped up as a result of this. Many a problem would have been settled quite amicably if an amicable relationship had existed between the Principals and the staff. In this connection the Association requests you to issue some instructions and guidelines to the Principals and also see that they are scrupulously followed.

1. Some of the Principals pay more attention to financial matters, giving little attention to academics. Their contribution to academics is almost nothing. Very few principals take classes. They conveniently ignore the instructions given by the NVS in this connection. They are in no position to provide guidance to the teaching staff who badly need their resourceful support from time to time. Many Principals have little idea about the CBSE’s new CCE programme and NCF-2005. In spite of this, the teachers cannot but follow the sermons of the principals at vidyalaya level. The new CCE programme is in danger of getting diluted if this scenario continues.
2. Some of the Principals spend money lavishly in decorating their chambers. The Gandhian principles of simplicity and economy are ignored. In the same schools one can see the absence of minimum furniture in the classrooms. 

3. Some of the Principals give little respect to their subordinates. A staff member has to leave his footwear outside the chamber. Some do not even offer a chair, making a staff member stand all the time. Some Principals are under the impression that shouting at a teacher in the presence of students or his/her other colleagues is the best of demoralizing and subduing them. Some even resort to unparliamentarily language and gestures. 

4. Some Principals conduct staff meetings at odd times, giving trouble to lady teachers in particular. Meetings are conducted on Sundays and public holidays.

5. Some Principals run schools on some gazetted holidays like Guru Nanak Jayanti, Mahaveer Jayanti, Ambedkar Jayanti, Holi, etc. 

6. The daily waged workers, group ‘D’ and mess staff are engaged for their household work by some of the Principals. 

In addition to the above there are innumerable things that some of the Principals do that damage the image and reputation of the vidyalayas in public. The inside picture of many vidyalyas is not as rosy as the NVS thinks. 

The Association strongly feels that the NVS must give strict guidelines to the Principals in connection with promoting the aims and objectives of the Samiti. If Principals are in no position to provide inspiration to the staff, the desired objective will never be achieved.
