Sub: Request to address a representation to VII CPC regarding pay scales and other benefits to the staff of NVS.
The Govt. of India, vide its resolution no. 1/1/2013-E.III(A) dated 28th February 2014 has constituted the Seventh Central Pay Commission ‘to examine, review, evolve and recommend changes that are desirable and feasible regarding the principles that should govern the emoluments structure’ of the central government employees.  Accordingly the newly formed VII Pay Commission has invited all associations, unions, institutions, organizations etc., to send memoranda containing their views latest by 31st May 2014. Now the deadline has been extended to 31-07-2014.

In this regard we would like to remind you the letter addressed by Shri O. Naba kishore Singh, former Commissioner, NVS to the Secretary, VI Central Pay Commission on 29-12-2006. In that letter he briefly explained the working culture in the Navodaya Vidyalayas and made many landmark recommendations. The All India Navodaya Vidyalaya Staff Association (AINVSA) also made appeals to the VI Pay Commission and launched post card campaign to impress on them the unique working ambience and work load borne by the staff. The efforts have resulted in the recommendation of special allowance for teaching staff.  Unfortunately, the same benefit has been denied to the non-teaching staff. Many other recommendations like granting of CCS Pension benefits to the staff who have joined the Samiti before 1-4-2004, better pay scales, etc have not been looked into by the VI Pay Commission. 

Now, we believe that it is time again to address a letter to the Secretary, Seventh Pay Commission effectively narrating the services of the teaching and non-teaching staff working in the Navodaya Vidyalayas and highlighting the unresolved issues of the staff. The Samiti should use this opportunity to settle the issues like granting of special allowance to the non-teaching staff, MACPS benefits to the teaching staff, reviving of ELs for teaching and vacation staff, etc. AINVSA has brought to your attention a few other problems from time to time which may also be addressed to the VII Central Pay Commission.

We look forward to your positive response in this matter.
