Sub:-Heartfelt thanks for supporting cause of NVS staff-regarding

It is heartening to learn that your sympathies are with the teaching and non-teaching staff of Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalyas who have been relentlessly striving for the last three decades to realise the dream of late Shri Rajeev Gandhi who founded them with the noble objective of imparting quality education to the children from rural areas.

The staff have been appealing to the Govt. of India to grant them CCS Pension 1972 for nearly two decades and fighting democratically to impress upon it why the most industrious teaching &non-teaching community deserve the benefits. Now they are elated to note that you are convinced of the merit in their demand.

The employees who joined the Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti after 01.04.2004 have been extended the New Pension Scheme while the rest who joined before this cut-off have been given only CPF benefits on the grounds that the Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti was registered after 01.01.1986, the cut-off date for determining the eligibility of employees of autonomous bodies, for pension under CCS (Pension) Rules, 1972. Though a few schools were started even before the cut-off date, the NVS was registered as a Society under the Societies Registration Act (XXI of 1860) only on 28th February, 1986. This has technically deprived the staff of the benefits of the CCS Pension. However, organisations like IGNOU that have come into existence after 01.01.1986 have given the same benefits to their employees. 

The 154th Parliamentary Standing Committee and the Y.N.Chaturvedi Committees studied the working conditions of the NVS staff and raised their objections to the discrepancy as regards to pension of NVS and recommended the Government of India to seriously consider the granting of CCS Pension 1972 benefits to them on a par with the employees of the KVS.  

The staff of JNVs work for more than 16 hours a day and 7 days a week. They work even on public holidays.  They work in testing conditions as many of the schools are in remote areas. They live a secluded life. In spite of all these the results they produce year after year show their exceptional work and commitment to their noble profession. 

In the light of above, we sincerely appeal to you to successfully pursue the CCS Pension issue with Finance Ministry and render justice to the staff and their dependents by guaranteeing them financial and social security when they retire after years of committed service.
