It is brought to your kind authority that Shri.M.U.Pathan, working as Chowkidar Cum Sweeper at JNV,Jalna (MS) was proceeded against under Rule 14 of CCS(CCA)Rules,1964.Following are gist of charges.

Article-I:-That the said Shri.M.U.Pathan, while working as Chowkidar Cum Sweeper at JNV,Jalna (MS) had absented from duty without permission for a period of 69 days from 28.07.2011 to 04.10.2011.It is a grave misconduct .

Article-II: - That the said Shri.M.U.Pathan, while working as Chowkidar Cum Sweeper at JNV,Jalna(MS) had approached the District Administration and higher authorities of his controlling officer, without his knowledge and consent. It is an act of grave misconduct.

We further bring to your kind attention that vide Ref 1 the Disciplinary Authority in respect of the said employee, i.e., the principal JNV, Jalna (MS) has awarded the official major penalty of reduction of Pay to a lower stage i.e. from Rs.10060/-(Pay in the pay band of Rs.8260+G.P.Rs.1800) to Rs.9760/-(Pay in the pay band of Rs.7960+G.P.Rs.1800) for a period of 2 years w.e.f.01.07.2013 with cumulative effect.

The appellate authority in the case viz the  Deputy Commissioner, NVS, Pune Region, Pune vide his order cited under Ref 2 read above ,having considered the appeal of said employee ,however, has modified the penalty imposed as ``without cumulative effect``.

In the same context, we earnestly appeal your kind authority to focus your benevolent attention on the following factual information, which has escaped from being considered by both the Disciplinary authority as well as appellate authority.

1. The charged officer is a group –D employee and cannot be expected to have the appreciation of Rules and Regulations.

2. The charged officer(CO)is on record ,having applied for casual leave for 3 days initially from 28.07.2011 to 30.07.2011,duly obtaining the signature of his colleague CCS .Shri.G.Sardar, on the leave application ,as per the Lr.No.F.jnv/Jalna /MUP/2011/535 DATED 12.08.2011 of Principal, JNV Jalna (MS) .It may kindly  be noted that casual leave is not a recognised form of leave and is not covered under CCS(LEAVE)Rules,1972.No fixed format is prescribed and insisted from employees for availing of  casual leave.
3. Subsequently, the CO had submitted another application dated 13.08.2011, enclosing there to the Medical certificates issued by the government hospital, partur and the prescription of medicines, which is on the record of the vidyalaya.

4. At that juncture, the CO was not properly guided by principal, JNV Jalna (MS), in the matter of submission of Medical certificates instead, after a lapse of 38 days i.e. on 20.09.2011,videLr.No.F.JNV/Jalna/MUP/2011/680 dated20.09.2011, the CO was informed to submit necessary documentary evidence, if any.

5. The CO Ias forced to remain on leave from 20.09.2011 to 04.10.2011 though he had submitted his joining report on 20.09.2011 along with fitness certificate issued by medical officer of government hospital, Partur.it is totally against the fundamental Rules to refuse to admit his joining report after availing leave.

6. Further, the principal ought to have referred the case to Medial Board of the District, if he has any doubts regarding the genuineness of the certificate submitted by the CO.

7. .It may not be out of place to submit that disciplinary proceedings are to be resorted to only when the gravity of situation demands and not on the whims and fancies of the controlling officers.

      8. It is very unfortunate that the above factual information was not taken in to cognizance by the                      Deputy Commissioner, NVS, Pune Region, Pune before considering the appeal made by the CO.

In view of the foregoing submissions, it is earnestly prayed to consider the appeal of Shri.M.U.Pathan, working as Chowkidar Cum Sweeper at JNV, Jalna (MS) on humanitarian grounds and set aside the order issued by the principal, JNV Jalna(MS) as the charges levelled against the official are very petty in nature and do not demand imposition of major  penalty of the nature, as done in the instant case, also keeping in view the status of the employee .
