Subject: Grant of CCS Pension 1972 Pattern to staff of NVS– Request – Reg

Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas, residential co-education schools located all over India including the Andamans and the Lakshadweeps, are a brain child of late Shri. Rajiv Gandhi, a visionary who dreamt of imparting quality education to rural children so that they can compete with their urban counterparts on an equal footing.  Besides, they also aim at inculcating values of national integration through migration scheme through which the regional exchange of students between Hindi and Non-Hindi speaking States and vice-versa takes place for one academic year. 
The strength of the Vidyalayas rose to 593  and it is steadily expanding. All of them have been predominantly set up in remote rural areas in keeping with the philosophy behind setting up the schools during Shri Rajiv Gandhi’s tenure as the Prime Minister of India.

The ungrudging and self-sacrificing services of the staff have elevated the schools to one of the best in India. Since their first appearance in CBSE exams, they have always been the toppers in terms of pass percentages and subject averages.

As the schools are residential in nature, the teaching and non-teaching staff stays with the wards on the same campus and performs the role of a local guardian besides their prime duties. They work for 16 hours a day and are expected to be available round the clock. But, despite their additional load of work, the staff of Navodaya Vidyalayas is only paid on a par with Kendriya Vidyalayas, which are not residential. Thus, the staffs are denied of additional allowances for discharging very demanding duties as the local guardians of the wards. 

It deeply pains us to reveal that the hardworking staffs have been deprived of Central Govt. Pension benefits in spite of the lapse of two decades and now stand as the only set of central government teaching and non-teaching staff with no such post-retirement benefits. Thus, the much needed social security eludes them. 

The Y.N.Chaturvedi Committee appointed by the Governmentt to study the functioning of the Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas and the 154th Parliamentary Standing Committee have shed light on the way that the staff of the Navodaya Vidyalayas have been cut off from the mainstream society and the striking disparity shown by the successive governments in granting Pensionary benefits to the staff. The VI CPC also felt that ‘the staff of the NVS may be granted 10% special allowance which they have recommended to the Central Government teachers working in military residential schools and the Oak Grove School in Ministry of Railways as the teachers and staff working in these schools will have to put in greater efforts vis-à-vis similar employees working in day schools’.

Respected Madam, it is time that the injustice meted out to the staff is looked into and justice is done by recommending to the Government of India on Pensionary benefits and higher pay scales to the staff of Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti. Your sympathetic perusal of the matter will boost the morale of the staff and exhort them to work with more vigour and dedication to values envisaged by the founder, Shri Rajiv Gandhi.
