Respected Sir,
The teaching and non-teaching staff across the country went on strike for 10 days demanding an appropriate action to resolve their long-pending problems. Owing to the interference of Ms Vrinda Sarup, Additional Secretary, Dept. of School Education & Literacy a meeting was held on 09-02-2013 and in the meeting the NVS was advised to hold talks with the representatives of the staff regularly and discuss the problems to find an amicable solution. Since then the Association has been expecting the Samiti to heed the instructions, set up committees and ‘evolve a mechanism to hold regular meetings with the Association to consider and address their demands in a timely manner’.

But it is sad to see that NVS has done very little to mitigate the sufferings of the staff in spite of the massive and prolonged agitation of the staff.  The management should not forget that the agitation was an expression of the employees’ wrath at its two decade long silence towards their most genuine problems. The strike call-off is only a recess. The permanent and meaningful solution to the problems lies in the positive action to be taken by the Samiti duly following our country’s riches democratic tradition. But since the call-off we have seen few positive developments.

 The Association has appealed to you to include some of its members to represent the concerns of the staff through the committees set up to resolve the problems in the wake of the strike but it has evoked lukewarm response from the management. The attitude of the NVS is callous and humiliating. It is needless to say such cold attitude will further harm the good will between the management and the staff. 

We appeal to you once again to honour the advice of the Hon’ble Additional Secretary (Education), Ms Vrinda Sarup, and arrange for a meeting with the representatives of the Association at the earliest to resolve the staff’s genuine problems.
