Sub: Violation of Recruitment Rules in Promotion of Teachers from TGTs to PGTs – Rectification with retrospective effect from the date of eligibility 

It is agonizing to note that the NVS has not honoured the recruitment rules it has framed for the promotion of TGTs to the cadre of PGTs since its inception. Under RTI Act, the AINVSA has sought information from all regional offices of the Samiti in connection with the recruitment and promotion from TGTs to PGTs from 2000 to 2010.  Except Patna Region, all other regional offices have provided us the information in the format we have furnished. We regret to note Chandigarh Region has failed to provide information regarding recruitment and promotion data for the financial year 2000 – ’01. We would also like to draw your attention to the non-compliance of the Patna Regional Office to our request under RTI act in July 2009

The data provided by the Regional Offices throw enough light on the violation of recruitment rules by the Samiti over the years. Since its inception, the Samiti has shown keen interest in recruiting PGTs on direct basis, leaving hundreds of TGTs in the lurch. It changed the recruitment rules from time to time but hardly honoured them, making a mockery of the system. As a result, the TGTs who are qualified and have rendered enough number of years of service have been kept waiting endlessly. 

The worst-hit due to the maladies in recruitment drive are the TGTs in Hindi and English. The story of the other subject teachers is one and the same from Region to Region. The data makes one wonder if the NVS has had any recruitment rules at all. 

We, therefore, request the Hon’ble Commissioner to look into the matter and initiate a judicious action. The promotion of eligible TGTs with retrospective effect can only undo the injustice meted out to the teachers.
