The AINVSA expresses its happiness at the implementation of the Finance Committee recommendation in connection with the hike of HM/AHM allowance and the remuneration paid to contract staff. In this connection, we would like to bring to your kind attention the arduous duties performed by the Principals and Vice-Principals round the clock for which they receive no monetary benefits since the inception of the Samiti. 

The role of Principal and Vice Principal in NVS is very pivotal and vulnerable to the pulls and pressures of students, parents and public in the day to day administration.  The multiple role and responsibilities to keep the staff and students intact is a challenging task and need a lot of patience and maturity as both are held responsible for both good and bad developments in the system. The distribution of responsibilities and sharing of burden with all staff will make the Vidyalaya to   achieve the set targets in terms of quality results and achieving the goal of the organization.

While the teaching staff are getting paid for HM/AHM duties, the services rendered by the Principals and Vice-Principals to run the residential system have not been duly recognized. In fact, the Principal and Vice Principal act as the Super HMs. The fame and success of the Navodaya Vidyalaya residential system rest on them for the overall monitoring and supervision of all the HMs/AHMs and all the Houses round the clock.  Needless to say, that this work is the most demanding of the duties performed by the Principals and Vice principals.   Unfortunately, there is no difference between the scales of a KVS Principals and Vice Principals and that of a Navodaya Vidyalaya Principals and Vice Principals despite the heavy load of work done by the latter.

It is high time that the Hon’ble Commissioner pay attention to the selfless duties performed by the Principals and Vice-Principals and give serious consideration to the introduction of honorarium of Rs. 5,000 and Rs.2500 respectively to boost their morale.
