Respected Sir,

At present the hostel subsidy is not sanctioned to the staff whose children are pursuing their education in local schools or colleges. The benefits are sanctioned only to those staff children who are transferred from their native states and leave their children behind in residential schools or colleges. 

You are aware that the JNVs are located in rural areas and as a result, the staff is compelled to seek admission of their children in schools/colleges of their choice elsewhere. We have brought to your kind attention in our earlier representations that the staff is compelled to seek their children's education in schools or colleges other than JNVs where they are posted or residing on the genuine grounds like.
1. Medium of instruction, 

 2.  Syllabus 
3. Affiliation of schools/colleges to state or non-CBSE boards
4. Career related problems, etc.
In the backdrop of the above reasons, it is unfair to deny the entitlements of hostel subsidy to staff working in their native states. Besides, it is clear from the clarification that appeared in the Swamy News (March 2010 issue) that the Central Government employees are eligible for Hostel Subsidy reimbursement and there is no transfer liability now to sanction this. The staff will be eligible provided that they join their children in a residential school away from the station they are posted / or are residing. 
We implore you to look into the matter and make necessary amendments to the instructions so that the hostel subsidy is sanctioned to staff who have been compelled to join their children in a residential school/college away from the station where he is posted or residing if they have any one of the genuine reasons to do so.
