Dear friends,

In accordance with the decision taken by the Central Executive Committee in its meeting held in New Delhi on 25-05-2010, the State Executive Committees of Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Chatishgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh and West Bengal  and Orissa have recently organized State Level Conferences successfully and have given a fresh impetus to the Association. Dear friends, despite the unfortunate differences we have successfully achieved the demands like:

1. Sanctioning of 10% allowance to the teaching staff

2. Increase of HM/AHM allowance

3. Extension of Educational Allowance to the staff wards who are pursuing their secondary and senior secondary education in schools other than Navodaya Vidyalayas.
We have condemned the discrimination shown by the NVS by not sanctioning the 10% Special Allowance to Non-teaching Staff. We have represented this issue several times and we will continue our fight till justice is done to the Non-teaching Staff.We sincerely appeal to you once again to enroll/renew yourself as the member of the Association and send the completed the membership forms to the Secretary of your State Unit which in turn will  forward the same to the Central Executive Committee and enable it to press for the recognition of the Association. We also appeal to the teaching and non-teaching staff to join hands, strengthen the Association and fight to achieve our long-pending problems and improve our working conditions.
