        Minutes of meeting held with AINVSA on 12.08.2013 & 13.08.2013

The delegation led by Shri.Jagdish Rai, President, AINVSA met the Hon`ble Commissioner on 12.08.2013 in NVS Headquarters, Noida and submitted a fresh charter of demands. The other members of delegation are Shri.L.B.Reddy, General Secretary, Shri.S.S.Dora, Associate President, Shri.N.P.Mehar, Associate President, Shri.Tafseer Anwar, Associate President, Shri.N.V.G.Chary, JNV, Warangal, Shri. Rakesh Rohila, JNV, Sonepat, Shri.R.S.Tomar, JNV, Faridabad, Shri.C.S.Kore, JNV, Alwar. 

The delegation of AINVSA had a discussion on all demands elaborately. The hon’ble Commissioner appraised the delegation about the present status of issues like the pension, 10%special allowance to the non-teaching staff, arriving at a consensus on the working hours, etc. As regards CCS Pension, the Cabinet Note is pending with the Finance Ministry.

The delegation was told by the Hon’ble Commissioner that the NVS   was going to raise the following issues to in the forthcoming Executive Committee meeting.
1. Granting MACPS to teachers.

2. Treating of TGTs as all India cadre staff in line KVS. 

3. Sanction of bonus to PGTs in senior scale in line with KVS.

4. Reduction of service period for the post of principal in line with KVS.

5. Reporting of vidyalaya after summer vacation.

6. The commissioner informed that verification of membership will be taken up soon to accord recognition to AINVSA.

The other issues taken up during the meeting with certain staff members on 09.02.2013 during strike as per the minutes provided by the NVS were are also under consideration.

Achievements:

1. The ministry of HRD conveyed much awaited its approval to create PGT posts in regional languages and in physical education vide letter number even dated 05.08.2013. The demand might not have been realised without our continual representations.

The Association wholeheartedly thanks the Ministry for their beneficial, though regrettably belated. The regional language teachers who have not been treated on a par with PGTs in spite of their successful handling of + 1 and + 2 will certainly welcome this decision. The Association expresses its happiness at the decision as it will go a long way restoring the honour of the regional

languages as well as the physical education teachers. The Association requests the NVS to waste no time to create PGT posts in regional languages as well as physical education. It is also requested to give due consideration to services of the staff who have brought laurels to the Samiti by producing wonderful results at +2 levels.
2. JNVST scrutiny charges will be Rs.3/ per application from 2014.

The delegation of the Association also met the Joint secretary, department of school education literacy and MPs and presented a representation regarding CCS Pension 1972 scheme to NVS employees.

The Association has also discussed the sympathetic treatment of the strike period with the Hon’ble Commissioner but he is non-committal now. It is evident from what he said that the Samiti has taken the 10-day long strike as a serious damage to its reputation. The few individuals who project themselves as running all India level organisations and associations have done and are still doing an irreparable damage to the larger cause of the staff. Their unwarranted participation in the talks on 09-02-13 and their inability to appease the staff who went ahead with strike is a matter of historical shame and a shameless backstabbing their innumerable colleagues. The Association declares that it will not leave this issue till the Management takes a positive decision. It firmly believes that the 10-day long strike in February is neither the first nor the lost. However, it is clear that the management is still exploiting these unwanted elements and denying the staff of their age old true representation in decision-making. The Association believes that the only way to teach a lesson to these self-styled leaders is to further strengthen the Association from the vidyalaya level.
