Agitating teaching and non-teaching staff of the Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalaya school on Thursday staged a protest in front of the statue of former Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi to highlight lack of social security for them.

The Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalaya staff under the banner of the All India Navodaya Vidyala Schools Association (AINVSA) came in a procession and symbolically submitted a memorandum to him at the Cloughpet centre.
