The third day of the Indefinite Strike went on with more intensity and vigor as more vidyalayas joined the agitation. For many years the NVS management has been sitting on top of a live volcano and pretending that it has successfully turned it off from detonation. Now it is facing the consequences of its miscalculations.  

Friends, we urge you to carry forward the struggle with more vigor in the days to come. The Hon’ble Commissioner contacted the JAC members a couple of times today and requested for calling off the agitation. We categorically told him that the JAC will not withdraw its agitation at this juncture. We also decried his latest circular in which he threatened the striking Principals, Vice-Principals and contract staff with suspension. We demanded him to withdraw his letter forthwith as such negative and threatening correspondence to discourage the staff from continuing the strike will only backfire. We have also received information regarding threatening calls from the officers of the Samiti.  We believe that the Samiti has enough sense to understand that the agitation will only aggravate if it ventures to take any action against any. The Samiti will only invite more troubles and the wrath of the staff by such ugly threats. It cannot influence our iron resolution to carry on the struggle with its threat calls. We also have asked the Hon’ble Commissioner to postpone the JNVST exam. Our hats off  to JNV, Chittor, A.P. staff who have agitated boldly to foil the District Administration’s efforts to conduct the JNVST exam.

Friends, the whole country is behind you. We urge you all to ignore fake calls and rumors of strike withdrawl  and stay united. We would like to announce categorically that the JAC will not call off the struggle without substantial gains for the staff. It will not bow down to pressures and let you down. It also exhorts you not to be disheartened with threatening calls. At this juncture the JAC is not ready to honour the Hon’ble Commissioner’s request and leave for Delhi for fruitless discussions. Let us continue the agitation. 
Kindly update the press and electronic media everyday about the ongoing strike. Be in touch with your striking colleague in other schools. SMS your friends about the latest happenings. Exhort your friends from schools which have not gone on strike so far to join the mainstream of agitation. Organise rallies in the capital of your respective states. Try all innovative ways to intensify the struggle. Use the social media websites.
P.S.: As we prepare this letter, we have received a letter from the Hon’ble Commissioner for talks on 09-02-13.  We would like to make it clear that we are unwilling to accept the offer for talks at this stage. The past experience convinces us that the Samiti wants us call off the strike and it has no solutions to our problems. Before accepting the Samiti’s call, we want to make sure your support to continue the agitation in case the talks yield no positive result.  Besides, a few schools are going to join the agitation in a day or two. The Samiti should be shown that it has no sympathisers amongst us and resistance to its one-sided dictates is comprehensive.  Hence, the time is not mature enough for talks right now. 

P.S.: We have just learnt that a few of the JAC members who have withdrawn their support to the Indefinite Strike fearing the wrath of the NVS and a few others who contributed little for the on-going Indefinite Strike are going to negotiate with the Samiti. We have been telling since the beginning that this agitation is going to show some of our ‘leaders’ in their true colours. We announce that the result of tomorrow’s (09-02-13) talks between the Management and the chicken-hearted people will have no bearing on our agitation. Our agitation will go on.
